The Global Goals [UN 2030 Sustainable Development Goals] provide a road map for planning our future in 
turbulent times. The more we learn and talk about them the more we are empowered to help shape the future. 
Each goal has TARGETS (169 in total) for communities to prioritise and each target has several INDICATORS.

GLOBAL GOAL 16 PEACE, JUSTICE AND STRONG INSTITUTIONS 
is fundamental for all the other Goals. Targets include: reduce all violence and related death 
rates I end abuse and exploitation of children I promote national and international rule of 
law I reduce illicit fi nancial and arms fl ows I reduce corruption and bribery in all their forms I 
develop accountable and transparent institutions at all levels.

On 25 September 2015, 193 world nations (including Australia) committed to the 2030 Sustainable 
Development Goals (or Global Goals) as the foundation of a peaceful world sustained for future gener-
ations. Seventeen Global Goals, each with specifi c targets and indicators, provide the ‘road map’ for 
collaborative action to protect our Planet, People and Prosperity through Peace and Partnerships.
 
Each year UNAAWA recognizes the work of schools and students to advance achievement of the 
Goals. Entries are judged according to their degree of Innovation, Implementation, Impact.

Research demonstrates the positive impact 
of Global Citizenship Education on our 
youngsters’ wellbeing as they grow in a 
complex and uncertain world.  Ian Chambers 
(Australian National University) in his Young 
Persons’ Plan for the Planet research 
concludes that involving school students 
with problem-solving for the Global Goals 
leads to “a mindshift from overwhelmed 
through understanding to empowerment”.
